Types of Secondary Schools in MK
Foundation and Trust schools:

Foundation schools are run by their own governing body, which employs the staff and sets the admissions criteria. Land and buildings are usually owned by the governing body or a charitable foundation.

A Trust school is a type of foundation school which forms a charitable trust with an outside partner - for example, a business or educational charity - aiming to raise standards and explore new ways of working. The decision to become a Trust school is taken by the governing body, with parents having a say.

Trust school: Leon 
Foundation schools are: Stantonbury Campus, Radcliffe, Lord Grey
Voluntary-aided:

Voluntary-aided schools are mainly religious or 'faith' schools, although anyone can apply for a place. As with foundation schools, the governing body:

· employs the staff 

· sets the admissions criteria 

School buildings and land are normally owned by a charitable foundation, often a religious organisation. The governing body contributes to building and maintenance costs.

VA school: St. Paul’s Catholic 

Academies:

All maintained schools, including special schools, are now able to apply to become academies. Schools other than those judged by Ofsted as ‘outstanding’ or ‘good with outstanding features’ will need to apply in partnership with one that is, or join an existing academy trust with a proven record of school improvement.

Academies are publicly-funded independent schools. 
‘Freedoms’ outlined by present government include:
· freedom from LA control 

· ability to set your own pay and conditions for staff 

· freedoms around the delivery of the curriculum 
· ability to change the lengths of terms and school days. 

Type one academy (replaced a failing school): MK Academy

Type two academy (Ofsted rated: outstanding school or good with outstanding features or in partnership with an outstanding/good school):

Special schools in Milton Keynes:

(only for children with a statement of special education needs and requires the agreement of the local authority’s SEN team)

The Gatehouse (behaviour, emotional and social difficulties 13-19)

The Redway (severe learning difficulties 2-19)

Romans Field (behaviour, emotional and social difficulties 8-13)

Slated Row (moderate learning difficulties 5-19)

The Walnuts (severe social communication difficulties 4-19)

White Spire (moderate learning difficulties 7-19)
Mainstream schools with additionally resourced special needs bases (SEN departments):
(only for children with a statement of special education needs and requires the agreement of the local authority’s SEN team)

St Paul’s Catholic School (sensory impairment – hearing and visual)

Stantonbury Campus (social communication and language difficulties)

The Radcliffe School (social communication difficulties)
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
