Extended  Telephone Support for Parents

The National Association for Gifted Children (NAGC) is extending its support to parents and carers by piloting the evening opening of its telephone Information and Advice Service.  Consultants from the charity will be taking calls on Monday 17th May from 6pm to 9pm and it is advisable for parents to pre-book an appointment on telephone number 0845 450 0295 to avoid disappointment.   

NAGC is a not-for-profit organisation that supports the social, emotional and learning needs of children with high learning potential regardless of their age or background.  This includes children who have been identified as gifted and talented, children who have the potential to achieve, but aren’t for a multitude of reasons, and those who are twice exceptional (giftedness coupled with learning difficulties such as dyspraxia, dyslexia, ADHD or Aspergers).

Denise Yates, NAGC’s Chief Executive, comments: “NAGC recognises that not all parents and carers are able to call us during office hours and we are very keen that the help and advice that we can offer is as accessible as possible.  If the pilot evening session proves successful, we will look seriously at how we might be able to offer this extended service on a regular basis.”
