A MESSAGE FROM THE SENDIST JUDICIAL MANAGEMENT GROUP

We are pleased to be able to inform you that the House of Lords have passed the 3 statutory instruments that bring the new tribunal structure into being on 3 November.   

This means that for a SENDIST case registered on or after 3 November, we will apply the new HESC Rules (which can be found at http://www.opsi.gov.uk/si/si2008/pdf/uksi_20082699_en.pdf ).   At the same time appeals from decisions issued on or after 3 November will be to the Upper Tribunal (the rules for which can be found at http://www.opsi.gov.uk/si/si2008/pdf/uksi_20082698_en.pdf), not to the High Court.   

We will also be operating under our Practice Directions, a draft copy of which is attached.   Please note that these are still subject to the Lord Chancellor’s final approval.

You may have heard about an Early Day Motion in the House of Commons.   This may or may not be the subject of a debate in due course.   However, this does not affect the introduction of the new arrangements from 3 November.
