Establishing a Parent Carer Forum

As a parent carer of a child with a disability we are inviting you (and your partner if appropriate) and your child (children) to an event on Saturday 7th  March  to be held at Stony Stratford Children’s Centre. London Road,  Milton Keynes.  MK11 1JQ.  This is planned to last from 10.30 am to 1.00 pm for the first session, and from 1.30 pm to 4.00 pm for the second session.  A buffet lunch is included. There will be provision and activities for children, co-ordinated by Barnardos Children and Young People’s  Rights Service and the Play Association.
With an organisation called ‘Together for Disabled Children’ we are exploring the best way of setting up a Parent Carers’ Forum in Milton Keynes.  Although there are parent carer support groups and specialist groups for a range of disabilities in Milton Keynes there isn’t currently a way of drawing the concerns of these groups together as an effective ‘voice’ of parent carers. One event has already been held in November but we are keen that as many parents as possible should have the opportunity to have their views represented, especially those of you who have been unable to attend weekday events.
Furthermore if we can bring parent carer representatives together in one forum we will be able to engage with the local authority and MKPCT in a co-ordinated way.  Some of you will know that the Government is investing in better provision for children with disabilities over the coming years and it is essential for parents to be involved with local changes from the outset.

It is up to us in Milton Keynes to discuss how it might work locally and to make it happen.
If you wish to attend please would you return the completed reply slip and forms in the freepost envelope provided by Tuesday, 3rd March.  If you are unable to attend but wish to record your views please return the form in the freepost envelope.
